Akhundjanov, acting on the basis of the company’s Charter and Chapter 369 of the Civic Codex of the Republic of Uzbekistan, makes the current Public
Offer:
1. Used definitions

«Subscriber» - any person who accepts the terms of the current offer;
«Parties» - Provider and Subscriber;
«PSTN» — Public Service Telephone Network through which the Subscriber establishes a dial-up connection with the Provider's modem pool;
«Service» - dial-up Internet access service through the PSTN provided by the Provider to the Subscriber according to the terms of the current
offer;
«ldentification Parameters» - login name and password used for Subscriber’s authorization on the Provider’s server during acquiring the Service;
«Internet Card» — information media made by the Provider according to the Provider’s rules; it is represented by a cardboard card with the size of
86x54 mm with Internet Card denomination, serial number and Identification Parameters indicated on it. Login name and password are hidden
under the scratch panel; the panel has to be scratched off after accepting the Offer. The Identification Parameters indicated on the Card can be
used for acquiring the Service according to the Card denomination (3, 5, 10, 25 or 50 hours). Provider's contact information, the Public Offer link
and the necessity of accepting the Offer for acquiring the Service are also given on the Card. Each Internet Card has the activation deadline and
the period for the Service usage; these parameters are indicated on the Card. During the period from 1:00AM till 8:00AM the Subscriber has a
discount of 99% for using the Service, i.e. 1 hour of using the Service is counted as 36 seconds;
«Internet Card Activation» - the moment of the first usage of the Service with the Identification Parameters indicated on the Card;
. «Activation Deadline of the Internet Card» — the date indicated on the Internet Card until which the Internet Card can be activated.
0.«Period of the Internet Card Usage» - the period of time indicated on the Internet Card during which the Internet Card can be used after its

activation.
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2. Subject of the Public Offer

2.1. The Subject of current Offer is provision of dial-up Internet access (through the PSTN) service by the Provider to the Subscriber with the volume
corresponding to the denomination of the Internet Card bought by the Subscriber, with observation of the terms given in the current offer.

2.2. ldentification parameters indicated on the Internet card shall be used only during the period of usage of the Internet card. Each Internet card has
unique identification parameters. If the Subscriber wishes to have permanent identification parameters and receive other Provider's services (e-
mail box, static IP-address, publishing information in the Internet, permanent access to the Internet, etc.) he/she may sign a contract for long-term
services with the Provider.

2.3. Before accepting the current offer the Subscriber shall make sure that he/she has technical means for consuming Provider’s service (a PC with
operating system not lower than Windows 95, Hayes-compatible modem with connection speed not less that 9600 kbps and a telephone line from
the ATS). The Subscriber shall also make sure that he/she is able to establish a dial-up connection of acceptable quality with the Provider's access
server (for checking this up a test connection with a guest login onto the Provider's modem pool can be used: login name iptest, password iptest,
phone (+998-71) 1521235 or (+998-71) 1521234; visit to the Provider’s website is only enabled).

2.4. Accepting the current public offer means full and unconditional Subscriber’s agreement with all terms of the current document.

3. Accept of the Public Offer

3.1. Scratching off the scratch-panel that covers the identification parameters on the Internet card is a fact of accepting the current public offer (a fact of

concluding a contract) according to Chapter 370 of the Civic Codex of the Republic of Uzbekistan.
4. Liabilities of the Parties

4.1. The Provider shall provide the Service of dial-up Internet access from the moment of accepting the current public by the Subscriber according to
the terms defined in the current contract.

4.2. Services defined in the current contract are provided in the volume that corresponds to the hourly denomination of the Internet card. The volume of
the Services is constant during the whole period of the Internet card usage.

4.3. After accepting the public offer the Subscriber shall activate the Internet card before the activation deadline. After the deadline the Internet card
cannot be activated and money for the unused Service is not refunded..

4.4. The Subscriber shall use the Services within the period of the card usage indicated on the card. After the period of usage the card expires and
access to the Service is blocked. Unused Services are not compensated.

4.5. When buying an Internet card the Subscriber shall:

4.5.1. make sure that the Internet card seller (if the card is bought not directly from the Provider) is an authorized dealer of the Provider (the full
dealer list is published on the Provider’s website http://www.bcc.uz/);

4.5.2. check the integrity of the scratch panel that cover the identification parameters of the Internet card;

4.5.3. receive a payment check for the Internet card from the seller.

4.6. Internet Provider is not liable for any Subscriber’s problems related to the Internet card bought neither from Provider nor from an authorized dealer.

4.7. The Provider shall secure round-the-clock technical support to the Subscriber by phone (+998-71) 152-2-152. Support is given on problems related
to the Service provision or setting up standard software of the OS Windows.

4.8. The Provider shall take common technical and organizational measures for securing the confidentiality of the information sent or received by the
Subscriber. Access to the information sent or received by the Subscriber by third parties can be provided exclusively according to the Laws of the
Republic of Uzbekistan.

4.9. The Subscriber shall observe the Rules of using Services and other requirements given in the current Contract.

4.10.The Provider may terminate the provision of the Service without a prior warning in case if the Subscriber's actions are reasonably deemed by the
Provider as violations of the rules of using the Services given in the current Contract. If violations are very serious the Provider at his discretion has
the right to terminate the provision of the Services given in the current Contract without refunding of unused Services.

4.11.The Provider is not liable for informing the Subscriber of the volume of the Services consumed by the Subscriber and of the moment of termination
of the Service provision. The Subscriber has the access to the statistical information of the Internet card usage through the Provider’'s automated
statistics server at http://prepaid.bcc.com.uz/. Opening this page the Subscriber is asked for his/her identification parameters, after entering them
the Subscriber has access to the information of the volume of the used Services.

4.12.After termination of the Service the Subscriber is able to visit the statistics server through the guest login onto the Provider's modem pool (login
name — iptest, password — iptest)..

5. Rules of using Internet Services

5.1. The current section describes the rules that are mandatory for the Subscriber during the use of the Provider's Services. The rules cover the order
of usage of the Network resources. Hereinafter the word ‘Network’ means the Internet and other networks accessible through it.

5.2. The Internet represents the global union of computer networks and information resources owned by different people and companies. This union is
decentralized and there is no unified codex of the Internet usage. However, there are common norms of working in the Internet that are used as a
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basis of the current document (see http://www.ofisp.org/documents/ofisp-008.html) which are aimed at the non-interfering activity of each network
user. The main principle of the norms is the following statement: the rules of using any Internet resources (from the e-mail box to the server and
communication channel) are determined only by the owners of the resources. The owner of any informational or technical resource of the Network
may establish specific rules on its usage. The usage rules or their links are published by the owners or administrators of the resources at the point
of connection to such resources and are mandatory for all users of the resources. The Subscriber shall accept the resource usage rules or decline
its usage immediately.

5.3. According to this statement any actions of the Subscriber that cause complaints of owners of other networks, servers, information resources, news

conferences, mailing lists, etc., that prove the violation of the related resources usage rules are inadmissible and present the violation of current

Rules.

When using the Provider’s Service the Subscriber takes the following responsibilities:

5.4.1. Shall not use modems, computer equipment and software that are not certified in the Republic of Uzbekistan for the access to the Internet;

5.4.2. Shall not send any illegal information that contradicts to the legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan or international legislation;

5.4.3. Shall not use the Internet for dissemination of materials that offend the human dignity, for propaganda of aggression, for rousing of race or
national intolerance, for hooligan or rascal purposes;

5.4.4. Shall not send, publish, pass, replicate or disseminate by any means through the Service software or other materials that is fully or partially is
protected by copyright or by other rights without the owner’s permission;

5.4.5. Shall not use the guest login for purposes different from the access to the access server or to the Provider’'s website;

5.4.6. Shall not use the provided Internet access and access to other networks for dissemination of unsolicited information, for creating or
participating in the spam. In particular the following actions are inadmissible:

5.4.6.1. Mass mailing of un-coordinated messages. Mass mailing means both mailing of a single message to many recipients and mailing of
many messages to a single recipient. Messages mean e-mails, ICQ messages and messages of similar means of private
information exchange.

5.4.6.2. Un-coordinated with the recipient sending of e-mails that are bigger than one page or that contain attachments.

5.4.6.3. Un-coordinated with the recipient mailing of advertising, commercial or agitating e-mails, as well as mailing of messages that
contain rude and offensive phrases or sentences.

5.4.6.4. Placing articles in any Usenet or other conference, forum or mailing list that are not related to the subject of the conference or
mailing list (off-topic). Hereinafter the conference means Usenet teleconferences (news groups) and other conferences, forums and
mailing lists.

5.4.6.5. Placing in conferences advertising, commercial or agitating articles or messages that contain attachments except cases when such
messages are obviously permitted by the conference rules or their placing was preliminary coordinated with the owners or
administrators of the conference.

5.4.6.6. Mailing information to the recipients who were obviously unwilling to receive unsolicited information.

5.4.6.7. Using of personal of provided information resources (mail boxes, e-mail addresses, web-pages etc.) as contact information in
actions described above regardless to the place in the Network from which such actions were done.
